Evaluate the visual achievement of the performers in all sections (winds, percussion, auxiliary).  Reward the overall skill of 
the performers through their achievement of the range and variety of the vocabulary, and the individual’s demonstration of 
training, technical, and expressive skills.  The performers are measured by their ability to perform their responsibilities not 
only of the visual but also in combination with their musical responsibilities.  Evaluate what is being performed and how it is 
being performed.  The construction and content of a program, in combination with the performance level which is being 
demonstrated, will determine the achievement level.
